primary ones The first American women to serve as foreign missionaries in 1812 were among the best educated women of
their time Although barred from obtaining the college education or ministerial credentials of their husbands the early
missionary wives had read their Jonathan Edwards and Samuel Hopkins Not only did they go abroad with particular

British Conference conceded to send missionaries to assist John Wesley was not anti mission He was very missional in his
context in England and his message of God s grace was at the heart of the Methodist movement Yet he was cautious and
reluctant to send missionaries overseas This book offers some reasons for his hesitancy and highlights the stories challenges
